It is respectfully submitted that, on behalf of the Bangladeshi Community Migrant Worker | would
like to bring you kind attention that,

The announced Three-Year Immigration Plan 2023-2024-2025 of the Italian Government for the
legal entry flows of foreign workers provides, within the 2023-2024 application of Italian employers,
452,000 quotas for approximately 70/80 thousand Bangladeshi workers with a work permit visa or
N.O.C. or provided by Nulla Osta.

Work permit In the year 2023-2024, approximately 35-40 thousand visa applications were
submitted through the Dhaka Visa Processing Center or VFS GLOBAL ITALY of the Italian Embassy.

As per the Italian Visa Policy, the Italian law stipulates that the Embassy will process the visa
application within a maximum of 90 days from the date of submission of the application.

We are Bangladeshi migrant workers holding a work permit issued by the Italian government
and awaiting submission of the immigration visa application and awaiting delivery of the visa for 12-
14 months after the submission of the visa application.

An appointment to submit a visa application is not available in the last six to twelve months |
after the issuance of a work visa authorization (N.O.C. or Nulla Osta) by the Italian government.
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Even after repeatedly contacting VFS GLOBAL Visa Processing Center, they have not kept
their word. There is no progress in issuing visas. but it is reported by varies media that Hundreds of
millions of taka have been defrauded by visa processing center VFS GLOBAL through
irregularities and corruption in providing appointments and delivery of visas!

A aspirant migrant worker to Italy now lives an inhuman life, waiting for work for 12-24
months, without income, investing hundreds of thousands of taka to travel abroad and without
getting visa even after getting a work permit.

In light of the above mentioned problems, in recent days, the victims have sought a solution
from the Italian embassy with various demonstrations to solve there problem, but they have
given relief in different ways but failed to give any solution. According to the Italian embassy
in Dhaka, they have an average capacity of issue 100 visas per day i.e. 2500 per month.
Currently, it will take about 2 years to process about 50/60 thousand visa applications. In such
a situation, to solve this problem within the next 2/3 months, the capacity of the Italian
embassy should be increased 10 times. In other words, the Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs
should send 10 times the workforce to its embassy in Dhaka. This issue has been weighing on
the indecision of the Italian government for over a year and should be resolved urgently.

Currently there are about 70/80 thousand people seeking immigration in Italy, we ask you to
intervene to solve the problem through bilateral talks between the Italian and Bangladeshi
governments with the aim of obtaining rapid visas for migrant workers in relation to the work
permits provided by the Italian government for the year 2023-2024.
